Tropar of the Annunciation Tone 4: 
Today is the fountain-head of our salvation  *  and the 

revelation of an eternal mystery:  * the Son of God becomes 
a virgin’s Son,  *  and Gabriel announces this grace.  *  
Therefore, let us exlaim with him to the Mother of God: *  

“Hail, O woman full of grace,  *  the Lord is with you.” 
 

Kontakion of the Annunciation, Tone 8: 
Glory be;   Now and Ever: 

O Mother of God,  *  we, your servants, sing a hymn of 
thanks to you, * a hymn of triumph to a valiant leader;  *  for 
you have delivered us from all peril.  *  We now exclaim to 

you:  * “Hail, O Bride and Virgin Ever-pure.” 
 

Prokimenon,  Tone 4: 

 Day after day, announce the salvation of our God,  
 announce the salvation of our God. 
v. Sing a new song to the Lord, sing to the Lord all the earth. 

 

Alleluia, Tone 1: 

v. He shall descend like rain on the meadows, like raindrops on the 

earth. 

v. May His name be blessed forever, and endure like the sun. 

 

Instead of “Dostojno jest”: 

O Earth, proclaim the good news of great joy.  You Heavens, 
sing the glory of God.
